The primary goal of this project was the identification and protection of priority nearshore processes and habitats along a series of small watersheds located on Strawberry Point, Whidbey Island.  The work included multiple project partners and resulted in the following primary deliverables:

1. Developed and implemented a strategy to involve land owners in the Forest Stewardship Coached Planning Program

This project was implemented primarily through a collaborative effort of the project partners listed above.  This was a unique project in that its success relied so heavily upon the coordinated efforts of these partners.  Although the administrative effort necessary to coordinate these partnerships was significant, the primary sponsor (Island County) feels the project was a success and will result in future opportunities for additional partnerships that will likely serve the salmon recovery goals identified in WRIA 6.  For example, Island County recently applied for approximately $950,000 of Federal funding towards a watershed restoration project that will include similar partnerships with both the Whidbey Island Conservation District and the Washington State University Extension.
