Request:  Trout Unlimited-Washington Water Project requests to amend the project agreement (1) Scope Change to request additional funds for  Project 09-1623 because of increase in project scope to include removal of channel spanning Pioneer Water Users Diversion Dam on the Wenatchee River.  To insure the diversion removal and complete the project this fall TU is asking for an additional $42,222.  This money would complete funding need for the diversion removal and open the river for channel migration and fish movement.
Background: 
The Lower Wenatchee Instream Flow Enhancement Project is complete!  The system has been operational and exceeding expectation since April 11th, 2013.  On June 6th a final project inspection was complete with Marc D. and Aaron P.  The project has been a huge success and ultimately we secured 38.27 cfs for permanent protection in the Wenatchee River for endangered fish.  In addition to that significant increase in instream flow the system operates “on demand’ which means there is little wasted water throughout the system.  This project is a real highlight and example how water should be managed in the 21st century.   
Amendment Change and Rational: 
The reason for this request is because when Trout Unlimited was preparing the project for bid we decided that it would be most cost effective to remove the diversion now under the same contract as the pressurized irrigation system.  By doing so, we inherently increased the cost of the project and reduced our budget flexibility.  With the pipeline project complete, the only remaining task is to remove the diversion dam.  Within that portion of the contract we anticipate the contractor charging $187,500.  In our various remaining grants we have a total construction balance of $145,278.  The remaining need is $42,222.
Biological Benefit: 

This portion of the project will completely remove the channel spanning diversion dam, allowing unimpeded migration for listed fish in the Wenatchee.  Side channel habitat is a limiting factor in the Wenatchee River and by removing the dam we are addressing that without a restoration action.  By simply removing the impediment, coupled with improved instream flow from the flow enhancement project, we have an opportunity to improve habitat naturally without an expensive restoration project.  This reach of the Wenatchee is a corridor for all species and providing unhindered migration is critical.
