	Comments (describe crossing condition, fish observations, habitat quality etc): George Davis is fish passable from Lake Sammamish for approximately 80 feet.  The creek then goes into a pipe that goes under a yard and garage (920017). The creek daylights for a 10 ft section before crossing under East Lake Sammamish Trail (920268). The creek daylights again before going under East Lake Sammamish Parkway (920111). Kokanee salmon have been seen spawning in the lower reaches. Habitat quality above the three barriers is excellent.  This barrier, 920111, is the low-flow system that allows some water from George Davis to cross E Lake Sammamish Pkwy.  George Davis Creek enters an in-line sedimentation pond on the east side of E Lake Sammamish Pkwy before draining into this ulvert (the low flow), and two additional bird cages which direct water to a high flow bypass that flows several hundred feet north before crossing the Parkway.
